Martha’s Vineyard United Soccer expects its players to maintain high standards of conduct and 
sportsmanship when representing themselves, their team, the organization and the Island.

● I will show good sportsmanship in both victory and defeat.  
● I understand that receiving Yellow and/or Red cards for poor sportsmanship are an indication 

that I may be in breach of this code. 
● I will be a good teammate and remember that everyone makes mistakes. 
● I will always play hard and give my best effort. 
● I agree that drugs and alcohol have no place in sports and that I will refrain from their use.

I understand that violations of these rules will be reviewed by the M.V. United board and may 
result in game suspensions or immediate (and possibly permanent) removal from the program.
